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Worked All Continents Award

The purpose of this award is to generate activity on the HF bands and to recognise 
specific achievements across all bands or on a single band. The award, issued by 
IARU Headquarters, may be claimed by any licensed radio amateur in the UK, 
Channels and Isle of Man, who can produce evidence of having contacted amateur 
radio stations in each of the 6 continents: Europe, Africa, Asia, Oceania, North 
America and South America. 

Confirmation of two-way contacts is required either by QSL cards or LoTW for contacts on 160, 80, 40, 
30, 20, 17, 15, 12 and 10m.

To apply for the award, please list claimed contacts on the WAC Award Application form which have 
confirmed status on LoTW or for which you hold relevant QSL cards (which can be submitted by post 
or scanned image) and sign the declaration below. Send this application form
